Lead in activity 

A Climate matching game 
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Our text this half term is Tar Beach by Faith Ringgold in 

which children explore the theme of ‘freedom’ and do so by 

creating their own story, where they master their own world 

by flying over it, eventually writing their own version of a ‘Tar 

Beach’ story about their own locality or chosen place. They 

will also create retellings, book reviews, character 

descriptions and dialogue. 

We will also cover poetry by completing a unit of work titled 

‘Wind’ by Christina Rosetti and Christmas Poetry by Pie 

Corbett. Persuasive writing and information texts will also be 

taught through our creative curriculum work including our DT 

project. 

 

 

In geography we will be looking at: - 

 What is a climate? How is it different from 

weather? How many different climates are 

there around the world? 

 The Northern and Southern hemispheres, the 

equator and the Tropic of Cancer and Capricorn 

 Identifying countries in different climates 

 Studying maps and atlases and use knowledge 

of latitude and longitude to locate points on a 

grid 

 Explore and compare different climates. e.g. 

tropical and temperate 

 Comparing daylight hours in the UK and polar 

regions 

 Compare desert climates to that of the UK 

 What is climate change? 

  

Science Knowledge: 

 recognise that environments can change and 

that this can sometimes pose dangers to 

habitats 

 Conduct a climate change investigation 

 Studying renewable and non-renewable energy 

sources 

 

In DT we will be: - 

 Designing a persuasive picture on how people 

can help the planet that includes moving parts 

(levers and linkages) 
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Maths learning will begin on a short block introducing area  

and then we will begin looking at multiplication and division 

links in the following order:- 

 

 Multiples of 3  

 Multiply and divide by 6  

 Multiply and divide by 9  

 Multiply and divide by 7 

 11 times-table and division facts  

 12 times-table and division facts 

 Lots of quick multiplication and division recall and 

problem solving involving all of the times tables up 

to 12 x 12  

We will also regularly revisit number and calculations 

including addition and subtraction.  

Reasoning, problem solving, and times table knowledge will be 

practised throughout the year. Please use the times tables 

links on google classroom to help reinforce these facts at 

home. 
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Sound – identifying how sounds are made and how we hear 

Experiments that include the study of vibrations, pitch and 

what happens when sounds get louder or quieter. 

They will also be linking work to DT in designing and making 

ear protectors (sound proofing) or sound proofing for a house 

ICT We will be using ICT to support the curriculum as well as 

focussing on developing keyboard skills to create, modify and 

present work. 

RE We will be looking at understanding Christianity further and  

God/Incarnation with the question What is the Trinity? We 

will also cover Christmas 

Art As we have a DT focus this half term we will be including 

drawing skills by completing designs and a desert landscape 

silhouette painting. 

PE PE will be based on gymnastics skills and the focus is on 

control and balance  

PHSME PSHE  will include work on recognising and celebrating 

difference (including religions and cultural difference) and 

understanding and challenging stereotypes.

Children will receive home learning organised as follows: - 

 

New spelling activities will be given out on a Monday and these are to be handed into class please on Wednesday. 

The children will be tested the following Monday and a new rule set ( by Mrs Kemp). 

SPAG.com activities will now be set weekly every Monday and the children have a week to complete this task 

before a new one is set the following Monday. (new logins have been stuck in their home reading journals). 

 

Mathletics will be set every Friday and they will have a week to complete the task, their logins will be stuck into 

their home reading journals along with other passwords. (set by Mrs Pearson) 

Cracking times tables will continue to be tested in school on a Wednesday and children will bring home a new 

cracking times tables sheet to practise on at home. We would also like you to encourage the children to practise 

times tables as frequently as possible. 

 

Creative Curriculum extended homework project task. The project is based on the children choosing a task they 

would like to do. They can complete as many of the activities as they wish, but they must complete a minimum of 

2 over the half term. This term our topic is ‘Climate Zones ‘. These tasks will be uploaded shortly.
